Introduction
This study guide was developed to help prepare you for the standing orders test to be administered in December. The test will be closed book, closed neighbor. All medical providers are expected to have a working knowledge of their scope of practice and their protocols.

First Responders will only be taking Part 1 (25 questions). EMT-Basics will be taking Parts 1 and 2 (for a total of 35 questions). EMT-Intermediates will be taking all three parts, for a total of 55 questions. This 3-part test is designed to reflect that as you increase in your scope of practice, you have a higher level of responsibility and are expected to be able to administer a higher level of care. 

For the Basics and Intermediates, do not neglect to study for each individual part, as each part of the test is written to reflect each level. Meaning that, in part 3, the questions are solely at the EMT-Intermediate level and will not focus on the basic level of care, since you will have already covered this in previous parts.
All Providers (Part 1)
Part 1 of the test is 25 questions, multiple choice, focusing on initial treatment and basic care. Questions will be presented simply, with a clear right or wrong answer. Remember to read all parts of each question, as wording is important. Having a working knowledge of the protocols is expected, but a good knowledge of your scope of practice will prepare you for these questions.
More questions will focus on cardiac, trauma, and respiratory than on pediatrics and OB. Review the following:
· DNRs and Withholding CPR (pg. 17-20)

· Chest pain (pg. 24)

· Cardiac arrest, especially compression/ventilation ratios (pg. 25-27)

· Shock (pg. 32)

· Severe COPD/asthma (pg. 36-37)

· Stroke (pg. 43)

· Altered mental status (pg. 44)

· Diabetics (pg. 46)

· Facial trauma (pg. 62), chest trauma (pg. 63), abdominal trauma (pg. 65)

· Splinting (pg. 66)

· Burn treatment (pg. 69)

· Bleeding control, including the use of tourniquets (pg. 71)

· General considerations of pregnancy/child birth (pg. 74)

· Pediatric cardiac arrest, especially compression/ventilation ratios (pg. 90)

· Pediatric seizure, especially febrile seizure (pg. 101)

But above all else, remember:

ABCs, SAMPLE history, vital signs, oxygen 12-15L by non-rebreather mask

EMT Basics & Intermediates (Part 2)
Part 2 of the test is 10 questions, multiple choice. Expect the questions to be more challenging, with emphasis on medications, dosages, and when to perform certain interventions.

· Stroke (pg. 32)

· Allergic reaction (pg. 45)

· Airway management using the King Airway (pg. 109)

· Taser barb removal (pg. 127)

Study the medication section for:

· Aspirin (pg. 132)

· Epinephrine  1:1000 (pg. 137)

EMT Intermediates (Part 3)
Part 3 of the test is 20 questions, multiple choice. Again, expect the questions to be more challenging, with emphasis placed on medications and dosages. Expect to interpret at least 2 ECG strips. A series of cases will also be presented, and you will be expected to answer questions regarding overall appropriate treatment, given signs and symptoms, vital signs, etc.

Review the following ECG rhythms:

· V-fib

· V-tach

· Asytole

· PEA

· Normal Sinus rhythm

· Sinus tachycardia

· Sinus bradycardia

Expect questions on:

· Chest pain, especially the use of nitroglycerin and aspirin (pg. 24)

· Managing all forms of cardiac arrest, including medications and when to shock/not shock (pg. 25-27)

· Managing tachycardias (pg. 29) and bradycardias (pg. 31)

· COPD/asthma, especially breathing treatments (pg. 36-37)

· Altered mental status (pg. 44)

· Allergic reaction (pg. 45)

· Diabetics (pg. 46)

· Managing complex trauma and fluid resuscitation (pg. 64)

· Pediatric fluid resuscitation (pg. 82)

Study the medication section for:

· Pregnancy risk categories (pg. 130)

· Atropine

· Atrovent

· Benadryl

· D50 (Dextrose 50%)

· Epinephrine

· Lidocaine

· Narcan

· Xopenex

Know your adult drug dosages, as well as what to given and when to give it.
